Day 1, Wed, 14.04.2027: Ni hao!  

Independent arrival in Beijing (not included in this 

Marco Polo tour). Transfer from Beijing Capital Air-

port (PEK) to the hotel. Our Marco Polo Scout wel-

comes us, and we start our first city tour with a 

visit to the Summer Palace. In the evening, we have 

dinner together at a local restaurant. D 

 

Day 2, Thu, 15.04.2027: Beijing 

After breakfast, we make a photo stop at the mag-

nificent Temple of Heaven and stroll across Tianan-

men Square, the “Square of Heavenly Peace”. Af-

terwards, we visit the Imperial Palace before enjoy-

ing dinner with Peking duck. Our Scout will give us 

a few tips on using chopsticks, so there’s no need 

to worry. B/D 

 

Day 3, Fri, 16.04.2027: The Great Wall 

Excursion to the Great Wall at Badaling: Climbing 

the steep steps, some of them knee-high, is quite a 

challenge. The enormous structure seems to stretch 

all the way to the horizon. On the way back to Bei-

jing, we stop at a pearl farm. B/L 

 

 

 

 
 

Day 4, Sat, 17.04.2027: Dumplings in Xi’an  

We travel by high-speed train through China to 

Xi’an, a journey of approx. 6 hours. There, we visit 

the old town, the Great Mosque and the night mar-

ket. Dumplings like you know them? Not quite — 

jiaozi are different, but no less delicious. At dinner, 

we try the chef’s creation with soy sauce, fragrant 

vinegar and chilli oil — but beware of the fire 

dragon! B/D 

 

Day 5, Sun, 18.04.2027: The Terracotta Army  

The undisputed highlight in Xi’an: the Terracotta 

Army. The first emperor, Qin Shi Huang, had 7,500 

life-sized clay warriors and horses buried together 

with his sarcophagus. We visit a jade workshop be-

fore taking the train to Chongqing, a journey of ap-

prox. 6 hours. After a hotpot dinner on land, we 

board our Yangtze cruise ship, where shore excur-

sions and time to relax on board alternate over the 

next few days. B/D 

 

Day 6, Mon, 19.04.2027: Yangtze River cruise 

We travel 630 km downstream on the mighty Yang-

tze, passing natural wonders such as Wu Gorge and 

Bellows Gorge. After an excursion to a tributary of 

the Yangtze, we enjoy dinner on board. B/L/D 

 

Day 7, Tue, 20.04.2027: The Three Gorges  

The highlight of the cruise: the mighty Three Gorges 

Dam. We glide past towering cliffs. Lunch and din-

ner on board. B/L/D 

 

Day 8, Wed, 21.04.2027: All aboard  

Beyond the huge dam near Yichang, the Yangtze 

becomes slow and wide: time to disembark. We 

travel overland to Nanjing by high-speed train, a 

journey of approx. 5 hours. In the evening, we treat 

ourselves to hotpot at a local restaurant. B/D 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Day 9, Thu, 22.04.2027: Nanjing  

We visit the mausoleum of Dr Sun Yat-sen, founder 

of modern China, set amid greenery at the foot of 

Purple Mountain. Our Marco Polo Scout then takes 

us to the imperial Ming tombs and Nanjing City Wall. 

B/D 

 

Day 10, Fri, 23.04.2027: Suzhou 

We continue to the city of Suzhou. We visit the art-

fully designed Garden of the Master of the Nets and 

a silk spinning mill before strolling along Panmen 

Water Gate. In the evening, we arrive in Shanghai 

and enjoy a dinner of Suzhou specialities. B/D 

 

Day 11, Sat, 24.04.2027: Shanghai – stylish and 

modern 

We stroll through the old town to Yu Garden and 

the old teahouse with the Zigzag Bridge. Then we 

stroll along the legendary Bund, Shanghai’s colonial 

waterfront, and on to the shopping boulevard of 

Nanjing Road. Tea ceremonies are deeply rooted in 

Chinese society. A tea master follows ancient ritu-

als when brewing oolong tea leaves: the cups and 

teapot are rinsed; the fine tea leaves are placed in 

the pot and hot water is poured over them. B/D 

 

Day 12, Sun, 25.04.2027: Shanghai 

Today, we set off on our final day excursion, visit-

ing the Shanghai Museum and taking a harbour 

cruise. In the evening, we meet again for a farewell 

dinner in a long-established restaurant. B/D 

 

Day 13, Mon, 26.04.2027: Return journey 

Transfer to the railway station and onward journey 

by maglev train to Shanghai Pudong Airport (PVG). 

Flight back to Europe (not included in this Marco 

Polo tour). B
